B WHAT DOES THE ETF INVEST IN?

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B HOW RISKY IS IT?

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B TRADING ETFs

ETFs hold a basket of investments, like mutual funds, but trade on exchanges like stocks. Here are a few things to keep in mind when trading ETFs:

PRICING Net Asset Value (NAV)

ETFs have two sets of prices: market price and net asset value (NAV). * Like mutual funds, ETFs have a NAV. It is calculated after the close of
each trading day and reflects the value of an ETF's investments at that
point in time.

* NAV is used to calculate financial information for reporting purposes —
like the returns shown in this document.

Market Price

* ETFs are bought and sold on exchanges at the market price. The market
price can change throughout the trading day. Factors like supply,
demand, and changes in the value of an ETF's investments can affect the

market price. ORDERS
* You can get price quotes any time during the trading day. Quotes have There are two main options for placing trades: market orders and limit
two parts: bid and ask. orders.
